General guidelines for teachers




"Toronto" is part of the "English Speaking cities" projects. These projects can be done either following a pre-established order or without following it. There are activities to do individually, in pairs or in groups of 2 / 3 people.

Teamwork is really important in these series of projects because they have to work collaboratively to produce the challenge of each of the projects. If you wish to read a liitle bit more about the importance of teaching your students teamwork, click on the following link: importance of teamwork.
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Each unit is student-centred and has several centres of interest:


	In each project, students have to accomplish a task, which is different in each project. There is a visit to an English-speaking city in every project and each session of work is designed to happen in a famous landmark of the city.

	There is also a challenge, where they have to collaboratively design Google Sites with information about each of the cities they are visiting. They are expected to actively work with information and communication technologies. They have to complete a Google Site with certain information about the city that students have to search on the Internet.

	Students also have to complete a learning diary, using a personal blog where they have to reflect on the different contents they are working on, they have to upload the different audios and videos they produce, the answer to the varied types of activities and they have to share the link to the Google Site of their project.



Apart from this project-based approach, each unit is also focused on different vocabulary, grammar structures and text types. There are several tasks to work on the different skills: listening, writing, reading and speaking to satisfactorily achieve every goal from a linguistic point of view.

To sum it up, they are going to work on all the contents of the syllabus of their level with a project-based learning orientation.

All the sections published in this guide for teachers are referred to the "Toronto" project.












Assessment 




For assessment, both you as a teacher, and your students, are expected to use the 'Assessment rubric: Toronto'.
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This project is designed to be assessed following this pattern:


	The teacher will evaluate the challenge and the Google Site Project following the rubric. It will be 30 % of the final score.

	The partners will carry out peer assessment on the Google Site Project work and grade about how their teamwork has worked. It will be 15% of the final score. The students can generate the different criteria or items to be assessed.

	Students will self-assess the final task using the rubric. It will be 15% of the final score.

	There will be another 20% for all the in-between activities (oral activities, monologues, short texts, videos & audios) and all the activities that have to be done in the learning diary. They all can be assessed with the rubrics next to each activity.



The final score will also include a 20% for the teacher to evaluate how the students have been involved in the project or tackled the different activities.

Both teachers and students are suggested to use the available rubrics to assess both the process and the outcomes.

Timing




The "Toronto" project is designed to be worked in at least ten different sessions, taking into account that some of them may take a little bit longer. Each session takes place in a different landmark of the city of Toronto and its surroundings.
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Sometimes, it can be prepared in advance by students following the flipped classroom approach: students can watch some of the videos, listen to a recording, search some information at home and the tasks can be done in class with teachers and students discussing and solving questions.

The timing is obviously approximate. It will depend on the learning pace of the students and of their interests and the activities done in class.

	Comprende, en una conversación formal, o entrevista (p. e. en centros de estudios o de trabajo) en la que participa lo que se le pregunta sobre asuntos personales, educativos, ocupacionales o de su interés, así como comentarios sencillos y predecibles relacionados con los mismos, siempre que pueda pedir que se le repita, aclare o elabore algo de lo que se le ha dicho.

	Identifica la información esencial de programas de televisión sobre asuntos cotidianos o de su interés articulados con lentitud y claridad (p. e. noticias, documentales o entrevistas), cuando las imágenes ayudan a la comprensión.



Bloque 2. Producción de textos orales: expresión e interacción


	Hace presentaciones breves y ensayadas, bien estructuradas y con apoyo visual (p. e. transparencias o PowerPoint), sobre aspectos concretos de temas de su interés o relacionados con sus estudios u ocupación, y responde a preguntas breves y sencillas de los oyentes sobre el contenido de las mismas.

	Se desenvuelve correctamente en gestiones y transacciones cotidianas, como son los viajes, el alojamiento, el transporte, las compras y el ocio, siguiendo normas de cortesía básicas (saludo y tratamiento).

	Participa en conversaciones informales cara a cara o por teléfono u otros medios técnicos, en las que establece contacto social, intercambia información y expresa opiniones y puntos de vista, hace invitaciones y ofrecimientos, pide y ofrece cosas, pide y da indicaciones o instrucciones, o discute los pasos que hay que seguir para realizar una actividad conjunta.

	Toma parte en una conversación formal, reunión o entrevista de carácter académico u ocupacional (p. e. para realizar un curso de verano, o integrarse en un grupo de voluntariado), intercambiando información suficiente, expresando sus ideas sobre temas habituales, dando su opinión sobre problemas prácticos cuando se le pregunta directamente, y reaccionando de forma sencilla ante comentarios, siempre que pueda pedir que se le repitan los puntos clave si lo necesita.



Bloque 3: Comprensión de textos escritos


	Identifica, con ayuda de la imagen, instrucciones de funcionamiento y manejo de aparatos electrónicos o de máquinas, así como instrucciones para la realización de actividades y normas de seguridad (p. e., en un centro escolar, un lugar público o una zona de ocio).

	Entiende los puntos principales de anuncios y material publicitario de revistas o Internet formulados de manera simple y clara, y relacionados con asuntos de su interés, en los ámbitos personal, académico y ocupacional.

	Comprende correspondencia personal en cualquier formato en la que se habla de uno mismo; se describen personas, objetos y lugares; se narran acontecimientos pasados, presentes y futuros, reales o imaginarios, y se expresan sentimientos, deseos y opiniones sobre temas generales, conocidos o de su interés.

	Entiende información específica esencial en páginas Web y otros materiales de referencia o consulta claramente estructurados sobre temas relativos a materias académicas, asuntos ocupacionales, o de su interés (p. e. sobre un tema curricular, un programa informático, una ciudad, un deporte o el medio ambiente), siempre que pueda releer las secciones difíciles.



Bloque 4. Producción de textos escritos: expresión e interacción


	Escribe notas, anuncios y mensajes breves (p. e. en Twitter o Facebook) relacionados con actividades y situaciones de la vida cotidiana, de su interés personal o sobre temas de actualidad, respetando las convenciones y normas de cortesía y de la etiqueta.

	Escribe informes muy breves en formato convencional con información sencilla y relevante sobre hechos habituales y los motivos de ciertas acciones, en los ámbitos académico y ocupacional, describiendo de manera sencilla situaciones, personas, objetos y lugares y señalando los principales acontecimientos de forma esquemática.

The well-known Art Gallery of Ontario (AGO) occupies a very modern building on the west side of the city centre. A complete series of temporary exhibitions are organized throughout the year by this gallery.

Some of the most important collections include Canadian, African, Oceanic, and European art. The museum also contains a particularly impressive collection of Canadian paintings.
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At the end of the session, you will have:


	visited the Art Gallery of Ontario virtually.

	listened to two people talking about backpackers.

	thought about what to include in your Genial.ly digital presentation about the city you have chosen.



Continue with your posts on Twitter (#taskadvice and #EDIAtoronto). This time you have to visit its official website and browse all its sections in order to choose which of the exhibitions is, in your opinion, the most interesting. The 'Rubric to assess a Tweet' can help you do a good job in this social network.  

You can also send a tweet to the Art Gallery of Ontario saying you have visited it virtually. What has drawn your attention the most? What would you highlight from the Art Gallery?  Send them a tweet: Art Gallery of Ontario Twitter.

Remember that the Art Gallery of Ontario must be part of the route at your Google Sites map.












Backpackers!




Listen carefully to Jonathan, who talks about backpackers and compares them to tourists and travellers. Pay attention to the accent because these two speakers are Canadian. After listening, do the vocabulary and quiz activities. You can do this activity in Backpackers.
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After having done the listening activity, you have to answer the following questions orally and record your questions and answers in pairs in order to upload the result to your learning diary after having answered them:


	Have you ever been backpacking? Did you like it? Why / Why not?

	Have you ever been to a camp? Who with? How long did you stay there?  

	Would you like to go backpacking in the future? Where would you go? Which country would be your first option to go backpacking? 



In order to record the answer to these questions, you can use the web WeVideo. Your teacher can help you in all this process and with the pronunciation. After having recorded them, you have to project them in the classroom and your classmates have to assess it using the 'Rubric to assess a video assignment in the classroom'.














Your task: Let's continue the research!




Task Step 2: Starting with the research for your digital presentation with Genial.ly. 

As the task for this project is to create a digital presentation with the tool Genial.ly about one Canadian city that you have already chosen, it will be necessary to start looking for the information that you will include in your final product. Remember that, in this project, you have to use the Genial.ly website to compose your digital presentation.


	Watch how you can use Genial.ly in your presentation.

	Now, you have to look for some interesting links to complete the information of your city and start composing your digital presentation. Your teacher can help you select the most interesting ones.

	You have to share what you have found with the rest of the class through different means. For example, you can use these Twitter hashtags: #taskadvice and #EDIAtoronto

	You can organize the brainstorm ideas about “Canadian cities” and start thinking which topics you are going to include in your digital presentation about Canadian cities.

As this is a perfect moment for you to check your work, you have to press the button and answer the questions in your personal blog.

CN Tower




Welcome to Toronto!




Let’s start knowing some more details about the city that we are going to visit in this project. Our first stop in Toronto is going to be CN Tower. Toronto's most famous landmark, the 553-meter CN Tower, is one of the city's must see attractions and it is also impossible to be missed because the structure can be seen from almost everywhere in the city. 

Tourists can either appreciate the building from the ground or take a trip up to one of the observation areas or restaurants for wonderful views of the city and Lake Ontario. The CN Tower, which was built between the years 1972 and 1976, was once the tallest structure in the whole world.

	been introduced to Toronto, the largest city in Canada.  

	known all the outcomes you have to produce in this project.

	started thinking about which things you are going to include in your recommendations to travel to a Canadian city.

If you need extra help, you can turn on subtitles. Which place would you like to visit first? Which one has impressed you the most? Did you know anything about the CN Tower before?

After having watched the video, try to answer the following questions orally:


	Do you know any other famous places in Toronto? 

	Have you ever been to Toronto? And to any other Canadian cities? Do you know of anybody who has visited this city or any other Canadian cities?

	Would you like to visit this city in the future? Why? Why not?

As you could see, Will shows us some of the very interesting places to visit and things to do in those places and it is a good way to get acquainted with the city we are going to work on along this project. What aspect has been more surprising to you? Is there anything that you already knew? Have you chosen your favourite place in Toronto yet? or the place you want to know more about?

You can answer and summarize these three questions in a short monologue and you can share it with your classmate or with the rest of the class.

As you are going to see in a few moments, The CN Tower will be the first place you should include on a Google Sites map route. Don't forget about it!

Meanwhile, visit its official website and explore all the things you can visit in one of the tallest towers in the world.












Outcomes to produce while in Toronto.




At the end of this project, you will have produced the following outcomes:
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Task: Each project has a complete different task, with different steps in order to complete it. In Toronto, you will have to produce individually, a quick guide for young people who would like to visit some other Canadian cities but trying to spend a little amount of money. Thus, you will have to give the pieces of advice and recommendations to travel to another Canadian city and explain how to get there, where to stay or what to visit and try not to spend much money.

In this occasion, you will design and publish these recommendations with the help of an app called Genial.ly. Finally, you will have to present it in you classroom and you will also have to disseminate it through Twitter. All the steps within this task will be identified thanks to their colour, orange.

Challenge: Along the different projects, there is a challenge which is common to all the projects, with a Google Site, where you have to search for certain information of the different English-speaking cities you are going to visit. The different activities are also going to be distributed in different steps and you are going to have some help to look for and select the information for the collaborative challenge. This is designed to be done in groups of 2/3 students. All the activities within this challenge will be identified thanks to their colour, green. The 'Rubric for assessing the design of a digital site' will be used to evaluate your site.

Learning Diary: You have to use a blog (wordpress, blogger, edublogs or others), as your learning diary. You will publish the different reflections on the activities you will find throughout the project, the videos of the conversations with your classmates, the reflections on the daily work, all the different tasks, the link to your Google Site challenge, and all the other activities that you will discover throughout these projects. All the activities within this task will be identified by their colour, blue. These activities will be evaluated according to the 'Rubric to assess blog posts'.

Twitter will be a tool you should use to spread and share your work. Along the project you will be required to publish in Twitter using one (or both) of these hashtags: #taskadvice and #EDIAtoronto The 'Rubric to assess a Tweet' can help you do a good job in this social network.

All your work along this unit will be evaluated according to the document 'Assessment rubric Toronto'. You can use it as a guide and a reference for your work.












Your task: A guide about Canadian cities




Task Step 1: Think about and choose what you have to design.

At the end of this project, you will have been able to design and publish a digital presentation with a quick guide for young people who would like to visit another Canadian city in a very cheap way.

 Then, using the tool Genial.ly, you will have to publish and you will have to explain orally your research and your pieces of advice and recommendations to the rest of your classmates 

By doing so, you will be awarded an accomplishment badge by your teacher who will be able to create them with this website and that you will be able to upload to your personal Learning Diary.

First you have to choose the city you are going to make some research about. In order to choose and present as many Canadian cities as possible, try to choose one city each. Thus, at the end of the project, the whole class will have a complete guide to Canadian cities with recommendations to travel in a cheap way. In order to choose the cities, visit this page and organize which city each of you is going to work with to avoid repetitions.

Then, you have to think about what to include in your digital presentation and brainstorm some answers to these questions:


	Which aspects am I going to include in my digital presentation? How can I travel to Canada? How can I go from the airport to the city with a cheap ticket? Which means of transport can I use in that city? Where can I eat without being an expensive restaurant?  What kind of cheap or free activities can I do in Canada? 

	Which currency do they use in Canada? How much money should I take with me to stay a week? Where can I stay? Can I stay in a youth hostel? And with a family?

	What about the weather in that city? What clothes do I have to pack in my suitcase? Are they different in summer and in winter? Feel free to add as many other issues that you consider interesting for your research in this project.
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Have you already started thinking about what to include in your digital presentation? What kind of recommendations are you going to make? If you need a little help with this topic, get some ideas reading Cheap Travel: How to get across Canada on a budget! 

This could be a great moment to start with your work on Twitter. Make your first posts summarizing the project and introducing the city you are going to work with in this project using the hashtag: #EDIAtoronto The 'Rubric to assess a Tweet' can help you do a good job in this social network.
